Visualize as you read! 
•  Put pictures in your head as you read 

•  See and think about the story like a   

 movie going on in your head (What do

Determine important ideas! 
•  Dig for important details 

•  Dig for important information that    

   tells you about the author’s message

•  ”Think” while you read to figure out   

    when you don’t understand  

•  Use fix-up strategies to understand   

   when you are reading (use the meaning   

   clues, word clues, and pictures clues)
