Graduation: Monday, June 25", 2018

For your planning convenience, we would like to give you an overview of the
scheduled events, costs, and optional opportunities associated with the upcoming
graduation celebrations. We want to avoid any unexpected expenses and allow
families time to organize their schedules at this very busy time of the year.

Format of the evening...

*4:45-6:00 p.m. Gather for a photo opportunity! You are invited to come and take a picture of the
graduating class while they are all dressed up for their evening. Bring your
camera and your graduate! Following that, a buffet dinner will be held for the
graduating students and staff in the back half of the gym.

*6:15-7:45 p.m. The GRADUATION CEREMONY follows the dinner in the front gym (by the
stage). Family members are invited to join us for this celebration that features
speeches, readings, awards, presentations, and our traditional audio-visual look
back at our year together! You may invite as many family members as you want, it
is open seating in the gym for the ceremony. We will make sure your children
pause on the stage while you get an opportunity to take that picture you’ve been
waiting for so long to take!

*8:00 - 10:00 p.m. A DANCE will be held for public school graduates upstairs at the Dunnville
Legion on Queen Street. It is supervised by staff from all three schools holding
graduation celebrations: Grandview, Fairview, and Thompson Creek. Graduates
receive an admission ticket to this dance and are not permitted to leave without
the permission of a parent/guardian. ONLY GRADE 8 GRADUATES FROM
THE ABOVE SCHOOLS ARE ABLE TO ATTEND THIS DANCE. Graduation
dress code is adhered to for admission. Music is provided by a hired D.J.
Beverages are provided by the schools.

*10:00 p.m. Goodbyes...

Parents need to make arrangements with their grads for prompt pick-up at the
Dunnville Legion.

Dress for Graduates: Students are expected to be clean, neat and appropriately dressed. Gentlemen
should wear dress pants with shirts, but ties and jackets are optional. The ladies
are usually attired in a nice outfit. We are not encouraging the students to
purchase expensive graduation dresses or suits!

Graduation pictures: * In March, students had their individual photos taken for families to
purchase. Those photos were also used to create the graduation composite photo,
which includes portraits of all of the Grade 8's graduating from Thompson Creek.
This composite photo needed to be prepaid and ordered on the day of the photo
shoot. The cost for that photo was $30. Students will receive this photo, if
ordered, on the evening of the ceremonies.

* Asyour child arrives for the graduation evening, we will organize a photo
opportunity. Bring your camera!

Graduation video: Graduation videos are available for purchase. Set to music, this is a fun look back
on our time together at Thompson Creek this year. The DVD copy will play on
your computer or on your DVD player. The videos are $5 each. If you would like
to place an order for yourself and/or family members, please add it to your total
below.
