Mental Health and Welleing: Supportor Sudents andStaff

Our primary focus is on the mental health, welkbeing and human rights of all members of the Grand
Erie school community. We recognize that students ad staff will be approaching the transition back

to school from a diverse range of perspectives, needs and experiences. In order to support a mentally
healthy return to school, educators will have opportunities to focus on mental health literacy where
they will learn about mental health, and to teach in ways that encourage belonging and support
student mental health.

Priorities include:

0 Rebuilding a safe and inclusive classroom and school community using aauma-sensitive
lens;

o Providing professional learning in the area of traumasensitive perspectives for both student
and colleague interactions, both inperson and virtually;

d Professional learning will take placeon one of the three PD Days prior to the ste of student
attendance in Sepember, with additional professional learning opportunities available
throughout the year.
