School Attendance 

School attendance for all students is tracked 

for absences and late arrivals. A Grand Erie 

District School Board attendance counselor 

works with our school to track student 

attendance. A letter is sent to individual 

parents when children have accumulated a 

significant number of absences and/or lates. 

Absences of 15 consecutive days can result in 

the removal of the student from the school’s 

registration. In all other cases of attendance 

concerns, a notice is sent to parents from the 

school indicating the total number of lates 

and absences for a child prior to involvement 

with the Attendance Counsellor. 

Please note that if you are planning a family 

trip or have a reason to take your child out of 

school for 15 or more consecutive days, you 

are required to complete a “Request for 

Absence from School” form from the office 

(and signed by the principal) prior to the 

absence. This is a GEDSB policy. This form 

can also be found on the board website 

under Procedure SO117.
