The Turning Point Program

The Turning Point Program is for students under 21 years of age who are
working toward an Ontario Secondary School Diploma and who require
an alternative learning environment to be successful. Students may still
choose to attend commencement and participate in any extra-curricular
programs offered at their ‘home school.

Students and parents must meet with the Turning Point teacher(s)/
administration/guidance to determine if the program is right for the
student. Teachers will collaborate with outside agencies (i.e. Ontario
Works) to benefit students when applicable.
