Starting in September 2019, all money/payments must be made through School Cash

Online. If you haven't registered yet, it is easy to do — just go to
www.schoolcashonline.com and click “get started now” and follow the steps to register.
(Your child’s OEN is listed on their report card — you need this number to register.)

Starting in the fall, when orders become available (e.qg., milk, pizza, trips), Cash Online will
send you an email letting you know and then you can go online and place your order — with
no paperwork to return to the school; therefore, in order to be environmentally friendly, we
will not be sending home order forms to all families for whole-school orders (e.g., milk,
pizza, chicken, etc.).

If you choose not to use Cash Online, then all money must be brought TO THE OFFICE by
the PARENT/GUARDIAN. Money will NOT be accepted from students by the office or
teachers.
